	Page 5 of 6:  When the St Joseph’s church closed in 2012, it left a vibrant rural community isolated. The nearest public building is over 15 km away; there was no venue for the community to meet.

St. Joseph’s Kingsbridge Community (Kingsbridge) was formed ,and by June 2015, Kingsbridge had obtained charitable status, and full ownership of the building. With $180,000 in private donations, repairsto the former church (re-named Kingsbridge Centre) allowed for the opening of the upstairs in August 2015.

Kingsbridge Centre is now a multi-use facility run entirely by volunteers with a mandate to provide a building for community gatherings, performance opportunities, rural education as well as rental options. The upstairs is used for performance rentals, a concert series, theater, community gatherings,and a gallery for local artists; the downstairs is used for meetings, social events and rural education. The occupancy rate of building for the10 months it is open exceeds 60%; as an example April 2025 has 29 events/rentals/programs in the 30 days.

Since May 2015 over 740 individuals have raised over $1,000,000, and volunteered over 7000 hours annually for Kingsbridge. The creation of Kingsbridge Centre has created both a cultural centre and a community space for our municipality.


	space is needed attached a separate document: In May of 2024, Kingsbridge began their "Next Chapter" - a pilot program of social, educational, and mentoring partnerships to assess interest and needs in the area. By May of 2025, they will have held the following programs:

One Mental Health First Aid course ( with Gateway )
Two Financial seminars ( Libro)
Seven Tech Learning  (The Learning Hub)
Five "Learn to..." mentoring sessions ( Days for Girls, various artists)
Seven Grief Recovery Groups ( Huron Hospice)
Eight Senior Lunches with programs ( Kingsbridge on 21 Community Group)

This initiative is enthusiastically endorsed and appreciated by our not-for-profit.

As a rural community isolated from social services, Kingsbridge takes a large role in caring for our most vulnerable citizens.
